	Level 3
In most reading…
	In most reading, I can find the simple, most obvious points, although sometimes I misunderstand them. I can include quotations, but they may not be relevant.
	In most reading, I can understand the surface meaning of the text.

My comments are personal rather than being based on the text.
	In most reading, I can find a few ways that the writer structures the text but I don’t really explain why.
	In most reading, I can find a few techniques that are in the text, but I don’t explain why the writer has used them or what effect they create.
	In most reading, I can find the main reason why the writer has written the text.
I can make a personal response.
	In most reading, I can make some simple connections between texts.

I can recognise some features of where or when a text was written.

	Level 4
Across a range of reading…
	Across a range of reading, I can make some relevant points and show I understand most of the text. 

I use quotations that are mostly relevant to the point I am making.
	Across a range of reading, I can begin to make correct guesses on the hidden meaning, but these comments are not very detailed and may not be always correct.
	Across a range of reading, I can explain how the writer uses different ways to structure the text and make some simple comments on why this is.
	Across a range of reading, I can identify some writer’s techniques and make a simple comment on why the writer has used them.
	Across a range of reading, I can find the main reason that the writer has written the text and I begin to understand what the writer’s viewpoint is.

I make a simple comment on the effect on how the text affects the reader.
	Across a range of reading, I can find features that are similar in different versions of the same text. 

I can make a simple comment on how the time or place a text was written might create meaning. 

	Level 5
Across a range of reading…
	I can clearly make points that show I understand the text and I can back up my ideas with the right quote.
	I can explain my ideas in more detail, using different parts of the text. My ideas are clearly based on the text.
	I can make some comment on how the writer structures the text and explain why. I can clearly understand that the writer has deliberately chosen this structure and think about his or her reasons.
	I can find various techniques used in the text and I can explain the effect of these techniques.
	I can identify the main purpose of the text and explain the writer’s viewpoint with some detail. I can clearly understand the effect that the text has on the reader and explain this clearly.
	I can find features that are similar or different between texts and explain them. 

I can explain how the time and place a text was written contributes to meaning. 

	Level 6
Across a range of reading…
	I can make points about different parts of the text that show I really understand it. I use really appropriate quotes and references to back up my ideas.
	I can identify the layers of meaning in the text – looking under the surface. I can explain some of my ideas about the whole of the text in detail.
	I can explore the writer’s choices for structure in detail and explain how these choices may link to the text’s theme.

I can make comment on how the structure of the text helps to create its meaning.
	I can give a detailed explanation of how language is used and I can use the correct terms. I can make comments on how the language techniques add to the overall effect of the text.
	I can clearly identify the purpose of the text by tracing the ideas through the text and by focusing on the effect of specific words.

I can really understand the writer’s viewpoint and the effect on the reader. I can make some attempt to explain how this effect has been achieved.
	I can explore the similarities and differences between texts written at different times. 

I can discuss in detail how where and when a text was written affects its meaning. 

	Level 7
With increasing confidence, across a range of reading…
	I can identify precise and relevant points that show a deep understanding of the whole text. My quotes are embedded and back up my points clearly.
I can use other sources to help develop arguments. 
	I can identify complicated layers of meaning and explain my ideas with detail, exploring the whole of the text in a sophisticated way.
I can weigh up evidence, making links and connections between my ideas.
	I can evaluate the way the structure of a text links to the theme or purpose of the text. 

I can comment on some of the features a writer uses to organise a text e.g. chapter breaks, different forms of poems.

	I can explore the writer’s language in detail, using the correct terminology.

I can make meaningful comments on a range of different language features and how they contribute to the overall effect of the text. 
	I can identify different purposes to the text by following the development of the ideas through the text and by focusing on specific words.

I can explain clearly and perceptively the effect on the reader and explore how this effect has been achieved.
	I can analyse how a text is influenced by texts that were written before it in the same tradition. 

I can analyse how the different meaning of a text relates to when and where it was written. 

	Level 8
Confidently, across a wide range of challenging reading…
	I can identify and evaluate precise and relevant points that show a mature, extensive understanding of a range of demanding texts. 
I can write about texts imaginatively and discuss my wider knowledge of texts. 
	I can identify and analyse complicated layers of meaning, explain my ideas in detail, and explore a range of texts in a sophisticated way.
	I can explore the writer’s choices in detail and I can explain a number of word choices, structural features and presentational features, with understanding and sophistication.
	I can explore and evaluate the effect of the writer’s language in detail, using the correct terminology.

I can make meaningful comments on a range of different language features and how they contribute to the overall effect of the text.
	I can evaluate and identify different purposes of the text by following the development of the ideas through the text and by focusing on specific words. I can explore how these texts are influenced by the different times and places they were written in. I can explain clearly and perceptively the effect on the reader and explore and evaluate how this effect has been achieved.
	I can analyse and evaluate how where and when a text was written produces meaning.
